Rev. 18:1-3, 9-10, 21, 23-24 (NKJV) 

“After these things I saw another angel coming down from 
heaven, having great authority, and the earth was illuminated 
with his glory. 2 And he cried mightily with a loud voice, say-
ing, “Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and has become a 
dwelling place of demons, a prison for every foul spirit, and a 
cage for every unclean and hated bird! 3 For all the na-
tions have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, 
the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and 
the merchants of the earth have become rich through 
the abundance of her luxury.”  
 
9 “The kings of the earth who committed fornication and lived 
luxuriously with her will weep and lament for her, when they 
see the smoke of her burning, 10 standing at a distance for fear 
of her torment, saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great city Babylon, that 
mighty city! For in one hour your judgment has come.’  
 
21 “Then a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone 
and threw it into the sea, saying, “Thus with violence the great 
city Babylon shall be thrown down, and shall not be found an-
ymore.  23 The light of a lamp shall not shine in you any-
more, and the voice of bridegroom and bride shall not be 
heard in you anymore. For your merchants were the great men 
of the earth, for by your sorcery all the nations were de-
ceived. 24 And in her was found the blood of prophets and 
saints, and of all who were slain on the earth.”
